« Approximately $5.8 million of the recovered revenue is committed to
general fund and the remainder is available to cover other general
government expenses.

* Revenue recovery may be recalculated annually during covered fiscal
years 2021, 2022, 2023 at the discretion of council.

» The range maximum allowable revenue recovery per year during the
covered period would be approximately $10 million.
