AUTHORSHIP - Applicants must identify any assistance provided by agencies or indivi-
duals outside the proposers own organization in preparing the proposal. No contingent
fees for such assistance will be allowed to be paid under any contract resulting from this
RFP.

CANCELLATION OF AWARD - Clark County reserves the right to immediately cancel an
award if the contractual agreement has not been entered into by both parties or if new state
regulations or policy make it necessary to change the program purpose or content,
discontinue such programs, or impose funding reductions. In those cases where
negotiation of contract activities are necessary, Clark County reserves the right to limit the
period of negotiation to sixty (60) days after which time funds may be unencumbered.

CONFIDENTIALLY - Proposer shall comply with all applicable state and federal laws
governing the confidentiality of information.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST - All proposals submitted must contain a statement disclosing
or denying any interest, financial or otherwise, that any employee or official of Clark County
or the appropriate Advisory Board may have in the proposing agency or proposed project.

CONSORTIUM OF AGENCIES - Any consortium of companies or agencies submitting a
proposal must certify that each company or agency of the consortium can meet the
requirements set forth in the RFP.

Prospective contractors may be
informed that an oral presentation is desired and will be notified of the date, time and
location the oral presentation is to be conducted.

OTHER AUDIT/MONITORING REQUIREMENTS - In addition, auditing or monitoring for
the following purposes will be conducted at the discretion of Clark County: Fund
accountability; Contract compliance; and Program performance.

PRICE WARRANT - The proposer shall warrant that the costs quoted for services in
response to the RFP are not in excess of those which would be charged any other individual
or entity for the same services performed by the prospective contractor, in a similar
socioeconomic, geographical region.

PROTESTS - Must be submitted to the Purchasing Department.

VERBAL PROPOSALS - Verbal proposals will not be considered in making the award of
any contract as a result of this RFP.

WORKERS COMPENSATION INSURANCE - The contractor shall comply with R.C.W.
Title 51- with minimum coverage limits of $500,000 for each accident, or provide
evidence that State law does not require such coverage.

Section IA General Information
1. Introduction Clark County is updating its 2016 Comprehensive Growth Management Plan, a process required

by the Washington Growth Management Act (GMA). The GMA requires that jurisdictions identify
and plan for a 20-year supply of land. The population estimate from which the amount of needed
land is determined comes from the Office of Financial Management and is adopted by the County
Council. The Council also adopts a number of planning assumptions such as persons per
household, urban/rural split, single-family/multi-family housing split, and density targets for urban
growth areas.

Urban growth area boundaries could possibly be expanded as a result of this process. Recent
Washington State Growth Management Act housing and climate legislation will need to be
incorporated into the plan update, among other required and possible optional changes that could
impact planning policies. County-wide planning policies will also likely be revised. It has been
determined that an environmental impact statement (EIS) will be developed as an aid to the
decision making required in the plan update. In addition, fiscal concerns and state law call for
detailed capital facilities planning efforts. Scheduled completion of the Plan update is June 30,
2025.

2. Background A Supplemental Environmental Impact Statement (SEIS) was completed for the 2016
Comprehensive Plan update. That SEIS was based on the EIS prepared for the 2007
Comprehensive Plan update, issued in August of 2006.

3. Scope of Project The purpose of this project is to develop an EIS for the Clark County Comprehensive Plan
update, as well as an analysis of capital facilities needs and costs. The EIS includes scoping, a
draft EIS, and afinal EIS. The EIS will inform the choices among alternative paths that the county
could take in its planning policies and practices. An effective public involvement process will be
an important vehicle for articulating the range of alternatives that are to be evaluated through
the EIS. The capital facilities analysis will examine, for each alternative, the related levels of
service and affordability.

Scheduled completion date for the Final EIS is approximately March 2025. Scheduled
completion of the Plan update is by June 30, 2025.

Section IB Work Requirements

1. Required Services Environmental Impact Statement:

e The consultant shall develop an EIS including identification of a baseline and
alternatives, analysis of alternatives, determination of a preferred alternative, and
presentation of findings before decision-makers.

e The EIS will begin with a narrative analysis of the current policy directions as provided
by the County Council during this comprehensive plan update, the changes to existing
policy, and the proposed methodology for distribution of the next twenty years of growth
in keeping with the vision of the Comprehensive Plan.

e The Washington State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) states that an environmental
impact statement (EIS) discussion of alternatives for comprehensive plans shall be
limited to a general discussion of the impacts of alternative policies. The lead agency
is not required to examine all conceivable policies, designations or implementation
measures but should cover a broad range of topics (WAC 197-11-442). Subsequent
actions resulting from adoption of these plans may be either non-project or project
actions requiring further environmental review as determined by threshold evaluations.

Public Involvement:

e The public involvement process for the EIS should build on the work of the public
involvement process to date, providing community members with an opportunity to
shape, review and discuss options for land use and infrastructure plans to be evaluated
in the EIS.

e The consultant is expected to attend three scoping open houses planned for January
2024

e The consultant is expected to conduct all comment response on the EIS.

Capital Facilities Planning:

e This portion of the project seeks to assign, for each alternative, an estimated impact on
the different capital facilities plans in different jurisdictions. The consultant shall develop
baseline and alternative capital facilities plans for transportation, sewer, and stormwater
within Clark County’s jurisdiction, in association with the above-mentioned EIS. A final
capital facilities plan for the preferred alternative shall also be developed for adoption
by the county. These assessments will need to include existing inventories, demands,
funding mechanisms, level-of-service standards, observed levels of service, and other
special issues identified through the environmental review.

e The consultant will assist in drafting a capital facilities plan reflecting the preferred
alternative resulting from the environmental review.

In summary, this project will:
1. Produce a draft and final EIS;

2. Provide general indicators of how each of the development alternatives will impact the
provision of public and quasi-public services as listed above;

3. Assist county staff with the public hearing process for the EIS; and
4. Review all capital facilities plans for all jurisdictions, special districts and service

providers. Draft findings of consistency and compliance (or lack thereof) as these plans
relate to the preferred alternative and proposed Clark County Comprehensive Growth

9. Public Disclosure This procurement is subject to the Washington Public Records Act (the “Act”), chapter 42.56

If a Respondent or Proposer considers any portion of an RFP Submittal to be protected under
the law, whether in electronic or hard copy form, the Respondent or Proposer shall clearly
identify each such portion with the word “PROPRIETARY”. The County will notify the
Respondent or Proposer in writing of the request and allow the Respondent or Proposer ten
(10) days to obtain a court order enjoining release of the record(s). If the Respondent or
Proposer does not take such action within the ten (10) day period, the County will release the
portions of the RFP Submittal deemed subject to disclosure. All Respondents and Proposers
who provide RFP Submittals for this procurement accept the procedures described above and
agree that the County shall not be responsible or liable in any way for any losses that the party
may incur from the disclosure of records to a third party who requests them.

10. Insurance/Bond A. Waiver of Subrogation

All insurance coverage maintained or procured pursuant to this agreement shall be endorsed to
waive subrogation against County, its elected or appointed officers, agents, officials, employees
and volunteers or shall specifically allow Contractor or others providing insurance evidence in
compliance with these specifications to waive their right of subrogation prior to a loss. Contractor
hereby waives its own right of subrogation against County and shall require similar written
express waivers and insurance clauses from each of its subcontractors.

B. Proof of Insurance

Proof of Insurance shall be provided prior to the starting of the contract performance. Proof
will be on an ACORD Certificate(s) of Liability Insurance, which the Proposer shall provide to
Clark County. Each certificate will show the coverage, deductible and policy period. Policies
shall be endorsed to state that coverage will not be suspended, voided, canceled or reduced
without a 30-day written notice by mail to the County. It is the Proposer’s responsibility to
provide evidence of continuing coverage during the overlap periods of the policy and the
contract.

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C. Worker’s Compensation
As required by the industrial insurance laws of the State of Washington.

D. Automobile

If the Proposer or its employees use motor vehicles in conducting activities under this Contract,
liability insurance covering bodily injury and property damage shall be provided by the Proposer
through a commercial automobile insurance policy. The policy shall cover all owned and non-
owned vehicles. Such insurance shall have minimum limits of $1,000,000 per occurrence,
combined single limit for bodily injury liability and property damage liability with a $1,000,000
annual aggregate limit. If the Proposer does not use motor vehicles in conducting activities under
this Contract, then written confirmation to that effect on Proposer letterhead shall be submitted
by the Proposer.

E. Commercial General Liability (CGL) Insurance written under ISO Form CGO0001 or its
latest equivalent with minimum limits of $1,000,000 per occurrence and in the aggregate for
each one-year policy period. Personal and Advertising Injury $1,000,000 and General
Aggregate $1,000,000. This policy must renew annually. This coverage may be any
combination of primary, umbrella or excess liability coverage affording total liability limits of not
less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and in the aggregate. However, if other policies are
added they must be a follow-form policy in language, renewal date, and have no more
exclusions than the underlying coverage. Products and Completed Operations coverage shall
be provided for a period of three years following Substantial Completion of the Work. The
deductible will not be more than $50,000 unless prior arrangements are made with Clark
County on a case by case basis; the criterion is the Contractor’s liquidity and ability to pay from
its own resources regardless of coverage status due to cancellation, reservation of rights, or
other no-coverage-enforce reason. Coverage shall not contain any endorsement(s) excluding
nor limiting Product/Completed Operations, Contractual Liability or Cross Liability. Clark
County needs to be listed as additional insured.

F. Professional Liability (aka Errors and Omissions)

The Proposer shall obtain, at Proposer’'s expense, and keep in force during the term of this
contract Professional Liability insurance policy to protect against legal liability arising out of
contract activity. Such insurance shall provide a minimum of $1,000,000 per occurrence. The
deductible will not be more than $25,000 unless prior arrangements are made with Clark County
on a case by case basis; the criterion is the Proposer’s liquidity and ability to pay from its own
resources. It should be an “Occurrence Form” policy. If the policy is “Claims Made”, then
Extended Reporting Period Coverage (Tail coverage) shall be purchased for three (3) years
after the end of the contract.

G. Umbrella Liability Coverage
Umbrella Coverage in the amount of $1,000,000 shall be provided and will apply over all liability
policies without exception, including Commercial General Liability and Automobile Liability.

H. Additional Insured

Clark County, its officers, employees and agents, will be named on all policies of contractor and
any subcontractors as an additional insured, with no restrictions or limitations concerning
products and completed operations. This coverage shall be primary coverage and
noncontributory to any coverage maintained by Clark County. The contractor shall provide Clark
County with verification of insurance and endorsements required by this agreement. Clark
County reserves the right to require complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies
at any time. All insurance shall be obtained from an insurance company authorized to do
business in the State of Washington.

All policies must have a Best's Rating of A-VII or better.
