1. Introduction

The Clark County Community Development department intends to award a single contract for
professional services to be provided on an as-needed basis.

The types of services to be provided encompass completion of hydraulic analysis, scour
monitoring and evaluation, and the development of scour countermeasures of select County
bridges and culverts, review of engineering design, guidance for engineering practices, and
permit condition issuance.

Firms cannot partner or team with other firms or have sub-consultants in their proposal. They
will be selected on their capabilities. Firms that do not follow this guideline will be eliminated
from consideration.

Firms must have a certified floodplain manager on staff in order to qualify. Proposals must
identify this staff member and list their qualification.

Proposers shall respond to all sections to be considered.

Clark County has made this Request for Proposal subject to Washington State statute RCW

Clark County Public Works is seeking proposals from qualified firms with demonstrated
experience in all the areas listed above. The selected firm will be used on existing hydraulic and
scour evaluation projects and on an as-needed basis to assist with projects when county staff
either does not have expertise or time to do the work.

3. Scope of Project

The successful firm will be required to enter into a Washington State Department of
Transportation (WSDOT) Local Agency Standard Consultant Agreement with Clark County and
should be read carefully before submitting a proposal and can be found at:

There is no guarantee of any expenditure on this contract. Individual tasks will be assigned to
the selected firm as project needs are identified. The scope of work, schedule and compensation
for each project will be established in writing through a Task Assignment prior to commencement
of the work. Task Assignments will be issued by the county’s contract administrator. Any
changes to the scope of work, schedule or budget must be agreed to by the consultant and Clark
County in writing as an amendment to the Task Order.

Work Requirements

1. Required Services

The selected firm will be used on a task assignment basis to assist with projects when county
staff does not have the expertise or availability to complete the work.

The types of services to be provided encompass completion of hydraulic analysis, scour
evaluation, and scour counter measure design of select County bridges, review of engineering
design, guidance for engineering practices, permit condition issuance, and floodplain/floodway
application review.

Hydraulic Analysis and Scour Evaluation in support of Clark County Public Works Bridge
Preservation Section.

Consultant shall assist Preservation Management Section with the following:

e Establish scour monitoring criteria for identified scour critical bridges and culverts.
e Evaluate scour potential of bridges and culverts.

¢ Review and recommend scour countermeasures of identified scour critical bridges and
culverts.

e Scoping-level plans and costs estimates.

Flood Plain Review in Support of Clark County Community Development

Consultant shall assist County Community Development staff on floodplain/floodway review of
project development review applications. Tasks shall include review of proposed designs
submitted as part of the development applications as prepared by the project applicants/owners.
The applicant’s engineer is responsible for the accuracy of the design and report submitted. The
County’s consultant will certify application responses to Community Development.

The type of services to be provided encompass review of developments projects located in
floodplain/floodway areas as depicted in the County or FEMA maps to meet the County permit
approvals for the floodplain regulations.

Application Completeness Review

Consultant shall assist with the specific requirements of floodplain/floodway study/analysis as
part of the development review intake process to check completeness relative to County and
FEMA acceptance criteria. This step may include providing initial review comments feedback to
the applicant’s design engineer other agencies that need to be involved in review of the
proposed application (FEMA, et.)

Application Review
Consultant shall review and respond to applications within in statutory timeframes of 4 weeks
from the stamped date of submittal to the County Development Services section.

Typical scope of review for applicant submittals engineering design shall include at a minimum
review of the following:
¢ Hydrologic and hydraulic analysis and modeling.

¢ Floodway and floodplain-encroachment analyses.

e 1-D and 2-D river hydraulic modeling and associated LOMR processes.
e Steady and unsteady state hydraulic modeling

e Bridge, culvert, and fish-passage culvert design.

e Freeboard and debris management
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e Scour assessments and calculations

e Scour countermeasures

e Stream grading and stream erosion

e Conditional Letter of Map Revision application (where applicable)
e Letters Of Map Revision (where applicable)

e Zero-rise analysis (as required by CC and FEMA)

e Compensatory Storage Analysis (as required by CC and FEMA)

e Clark County’s Flood Hazard Areas Ordinance and National Flood Insurance Program
(NFIP) requirements

Consultant must have a Certified Floodplain Manager or Staff to qualify. Proposals must identify
this staff member and list their qualifications.

Permit Condition Issuance
Consultant shall develop set of permit conditions based on review completed in Task 2.

2. County Performed
Work

For most tasks the consultant will be working closely with county staff on the project. The
responsibilities of the consultant will be clearly defined in the scope of the task assignment.

Typically, county staff will provide design information for each project to be reviewed.

3. Deliverables &

The deliverables and schedule for each task will be clearly defined in the task assignment.

Schedule
4. Place of Contract performance may take place in the County’s facility, the Proposer’s facility, a third-party
Performance location or any combination thereof.
The place of performance may vary from task to task but will typically be independent of project
locations and can be performed at the Proposer’s facility. Occasionally, site visits and
coordination with county staff in Clark County will be necessary. Such exceptions will be clearly
defined in the scope of the Task Assignment.
5. Period of A contract awarded as a result of this RFP will be for approximately one and half (1.5) years and
Performance is intended to begin on May 13, 2024 and end December 31, 2026.

Clark County reserves the right to extend the contract resulting from this RFP for a period of two
(2) additional years, in one (1) year increments, with the same terms and conditions, by service
of a written notice of its intention to do so prior to the contract termination date.

Cost for additional option year(s) shall be reviewed prior to extension of the contract. The county
also reserves the right to terminate the contract, with thirty (30) days written notice, at any time
if the requirements of the contract are not being met satisfactorily, solely in the county’s
judgment.”
