General Obligation Bonds
Fire Safety Improvements

The Camas City Council adopted
Ordinance 24-006 concerning funding
for fire safety improvements. This
proposition would authorize the City to
acquire land and construct and equip a
new fire station, renovate an existing
fire station and acquire a new fire
engine to improve fire safety
throughout the City, and issue up to
$26,300,000 of general obligation
bonds maturing within a maximum of
26 years; and levy annual excess
property taxes to repay the bonds, all
as provided in Ordinance 24-006.
