The minutes were approved following a motion made by Jim Hodges and seconded by David Scott.

HUD Funding Updates

Congress recently passed the Transportation-HUD budget; HUD has not had time to release
allocations yet. Approved budget keeps CDBG funding level with PY2023 amounts and reduces
HOME by $250M. Amounts provided for award allocation are estimates. Minor adjustments will
be needed once final allocation amounts are received. Total available 2024 CDBG funds is
estimated to be $2,081.226. Total available 2024 HOME funds js estimated to be $756,326. HOME
ARP will have $45,000 of reprogrammed funds.
