ADMINISTRATIVE REQUIREMENTS - Contractors shall comply with all management and 
administrative requirements established by Washington Administrative Code (WAC), the 
Revised Code of the State of Washington (RCW), and any subsequent amendments or 
modifications, as applicable to providers licensed in the State of Washington. 
 
ALL proposals submitted become the property of the Fair Site Management Group 
(FSMG). It is understood and agreed that the prospective Proposer claims no proprietary 
rights to the ideas and written materials contained in or attached to the proposal submitted.  
FSMG has the right to reject or accept proprietary information. 
 
AUTHORSHIP - Applicants must identify any assistance provided by agencies or indivi-
duals outside the proposers own organization in preparing the proposal.  No contingent 
fees for such assistance will be allowed to be paid under any contract resulting from this 
RFP.  
 
CANCELLATION OF AWARD - FSMG reserves the right to immediately cancel an award 
if the contractual agreement has not been entered into by both parties or if new state 
regulations or policy make it necessary to change the program purpose or content, 
discontinue such programs, or impose funding reductions.  In those cases where 
negotiation of contract activities are necessary, FSMG reserves the right to limit the period 
of negotiation to sixty (60) days after which time funds may be unencumbered.

1.  Introduction The purpose of this RFP is to contract for event traffic control and parking services for the 

events and activities to be held at the Clark County Event Center on behalf of Fairgrounds 
Site Management Group (FSMG) for a period of three (3) years, with an option to extend the 
contract for up to four (4) additional one-year terms at the sole discretion of FSMG. The service 
provider selected by this RFP will also be responsible for traffic control during the annual Clark 
County Fair. 
 
Clark County (WA) contracts with the Municipal Research and Service Center (MRSC) to 
maintain our Consultant, Small Works and Vendor Rosters.  To be eligible to participate in this 
Clark County public solicitation and the resulting contract your business must be registered 
with the MRSC Rosters.  Failure to register may result in your proposal being marked 
nonresponsive.  Be sure to select Clark County in your application.  If you have questions

Proposers shall respond to all sections to be considered. 
 
Clark County and FSMG have made this Request for Proposal subject to Washington State 
statute RCW 39.34 Interlocal Cooperation Act.  The proposer may opt to extend identical 
services and prices to qualified public agencies.  Each contract is between the proposer and 
individual agency binding only their agency, with no liability to Clark County or FSMG. 
 
 

2.  Background The Clark County Event Center at the Fairgrounds is located in Ridgefield, WA along I-5 at the 
intersection of NE Delfel Rd and NE 179th St. Most event attendees arrive via either I-5 
Northbound or I-5 Southbound. However, the recent development of local streets and additional 
nearby housing has added to the amount of traffic arriving from the South using NE 10th Ave 
and from the West using NE 179th St.   
 
The Clark County Event Center has approximately 121 acres of fully developed parking area. 
This area is divided into nine (9) separate parking lots of various sizes and shapes. The parking 
space total for these 9 areas is approximately 7,200 spaces. 
 
The Event Center venue consists of a 97,200 square foot Exhibition Hall, the Dr. Jack Giesy 
Equestrian Arena, a 7,500-seat outdoor grandstand, and various other commercial and 
agricultural facilities. Events may consist of large ingress and egress at specific times or steady 
in/out traffic with events open all day. The following depicts a typical number of event days, 
including the Clark County Fair, which have occurred between January 2023 and August 2024.

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The Clark County Fair has been in existence since 1868. It begins each year on the first Friday 
of August and lasts for 10 days. Thousands of volunteers, along with paid staff, produce the 
event, which regularly attracts over a quarter of a million attendees. 
 
The Clark County RV Inn Style Resorts Amphitheater is also located at the Clark County 
Fairgrounds, but is operated under separate management; therefore, its events and/or activities 
are not part of this RFP. Contractor may, however, be required to coordinate activities with the 
Amphitheater management and/or staff from time to time for event activities, traffic and parking 
between venues. 
 
 
 

3.  Scope of Project FSMG would like to have a contractor who can provide excellent service, flexible response and 
timely reports. Quality parking services and traffic control abilities are important considerations 
in the selection of this contractor. FSMG desires a contractor who will view the business 
relationship as a partnership, will provide outstanding service and actively seek to assist FSMG 
in becoming a part of a successful event facility with outstanding customer service. 
 
 

4.  Project Funding Traffic control services agreed upon after reviewing the proposed traffic control plan for each 
event is contingent on the availability of funds and approval of FSMG.

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7.  Employment         
Verification 

 

The Proposer, if awarded the Contract, shall register and enter into a Memorandum of 
Understanding (MOU) with the Department of Homeland Security E-Verify program before 
execution of the Contract. The Contractor shall ensure all Contractor employees and any sub-
contractor(s) assigned to perform work under this Agreement are eligible to work in the United 
States. The Contractor shall provide verification of compliance upon FSMG request. Failure by 
Contractor to comply with this subsection shall be considered a material breach.

1.  Required Services 1. Set up and tear down of signs, traffic cones, and any other traffic control equipment that 

is necessary for the event. 
 

2. Provision of adequate staffing, including a Traffic Control Supervisor, and traffic control 
plans for the surrounding public roadways and internal parking lots and roads. 
 

3. Provision of individual safety equipment (PPE, i.e. traffic vests, flashlights, flags, etc.) 
as FSMG does not provide individual equipment. 
 

4. Provision of consumable equipment and supplies (batteries, other lights, markers, etc.). 
 

5. Adhere to guidelines as specified in the MUTCD. 
 

6. Filing of permits as required for lane closures, street closures, traffic revisions, etc.

The selected service provider will begin providing event traffic control for events held at the Clark 
County Event Center at the Fairgrounds as early as February 1, 2025. 
 
 

4.  Place of 
Performance 

Contract performance will take place at the Clark County Event Center at the Fairgrounds 
located at 17402 NE Delfel Rd, Ridgefield, WA 98642.  
 
 

5. Period of 
Performance 

A contract awarded as a result of this RFP will be for three (3) years and is intended to begin on 
February 1, 2025 and end December 31, 2027.   
 
FSMG reserves the right to extend the contract resulting from this RFP for a period of   four (4) 
additional years, in one (1) year increments, with the same terms and conditions, with the 
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exception of cost, by service of a written notice of its intention to do so prior to the contract 
termination date.  Cost for additional option year(s) shall be reviewed prior to extension of the 
contract.   
 
FSMG also reserves the right to terminate the contract, with thirty (30) days written notice, at 
any time if the requirements of the contract are not being met satisfactorily, solely in the FSMG’s 
judgment.

Pursuant to Washington State RCW 39.12 PREVAILING WAGES ON PUBLIC WORKS all 
work identified in this project as a public work requires the contractor to pay Washington State 
prevailing wages and file all affidavits of intent to pay with the WA State Dept of Labor & 
Industries. 
 
Contractors shall meet the requirements for Prevailing Wage and public works requirements, 
per RCW 39.04.350 BIDDER RESPONSIBILITY CRITERIA – SWORN STATMENT – 
SUPPLEMENTAL CRITERIA.

A fee of $45.00 per each "Statement of Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages" and "Affidavit of 
Wages Paid" is required to accompany each form submitted to this Department of Labor and 
Industries.

FSMG will notify the Respondent 
or Proposer in writing of the request and allow the Respondent or Proposer ten (10) days to 
obtain a court order enjoining release of the record(s). If the Respondent or Proposer does 
not take such action within the ten (10) day period, FSMG will release the portions of the RFP 
Submittal deemed subject to disclosure. All Respondents and Proposers who provide RFP 
Submittals for this procurement accept the procedures described above and agree that  FSMG 
shall not be responsible or liable in any way for any losses that the party may incur from the 
disclosure of records to a third party who requests them. 
 

 

 
10.  Insurance/Bond A.  Waiver of Subrogation 

All insurance coverage maintained or procured pursuant to this agreement shall be endorsed to 
waive subrogation against the County, FSMG, Clark County Event Center, and Clark County 
Fair Association its elected or appointed officers, agents, officials, employees and volunteers or 
shall specifically allow Contractor or others providing insurance evidence in compliance with 
these specifications to waive their right of subrogation prior to a loss. Contractor hereby waives 
its own right of subrogation against the County, FSMG Clark County Event Center, and Clark 
County Fair Association, and shall require similar written express waivers and insurance clauses 
from each of its subcontractors. 
 
B.  Proof of Insurance      
Proof of Insurance shall be provided prior to the starting of the contract performance.  Proof 
will be on an ACORD Certificate(s) of Liability Insurance, which the Proposer shall provide to 
FSMG. Each certificate will show the coverage, deductible and policy period.  Policies shall 
be endorsed to state that coverage will not be suspended, voided, canceled or reduced 
without a 30-day written notice by mail to FSMG. It is the Proposer’s responsibility to provide 
evidence of continuing coverage during the overlap periods of the policy and the contract. 
 
C.  Worker’s Compensation 
 As required by the industrial insurance laws of the State of Washington. 

D.  Automobile  
If the Proposer or its employees use motor vehicles in conducting activities under this Contract, 
liability insurance covering bodily injury and property damage shall be provided by the Proposer 
through a commercial automobile insurance policy.  The policy shall cover all owned and non-
owned vehicles. Such insurance shall have minimum limits of $1,000,000 per occurrence, 
combined single limit for bodily injury liability and property damage liability with a $1,000,000 
annual aggregate limit. If the Proposer does not use motor vehicles in conducting activities under 
this Contract, then written confirmation to that effect on Proposer letterhead shall be submitted 
by the Proposer. 
 
E.  Commercial General Liability (CGL) Insurance  
Written under ISO Form CG0001 or its latest equivalent with minimum limits of $2,000,000 per 
occurrence and in the aggregate for each one-year policy period.  Personal and Advertising 
Injury $1,000,000 and General Aggregate $1,000,000.  This policy must renew annually. This 
coverage may be any combination of primary, umbrella or excess liability coverage affording 
total liability limits of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and in the aggregate.  However, 
if other policies are added they must be a follow-form policy in language, renewal date, and 
have no more exclusions than the underlying coverage. Products and Completed Operations 
coverage shall be provided for a period of three years following Substantial Completion of the 
Work.  The deductible will not be more than $50,000 unless prior arrangements are made with 
FSMG on a case-by-case basis; the criterion is the Contractor’s liquidity and ability to pay from 
its own resources regardless of coverage status due to cancellation, reservation of rights, or 
other no-coverage-enforce reason.  Coverage shall not contain any endorsement(s) excluding 
nor limiting Product/Completed Operations, Contractual Liability or Cross Liability.  FSMG needs 
to be listed as additional insured. 
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F.  Professional Liability (aka Errors and Omissions) 
The Proposer shall obtain, at Proposer’s expense, and keep in force during the term of this 
contract Professional Liability insurance policy to protect against legal liability arising out of 
contract activity. Such insurance shall provide a minimum of $1,000,000 per occurrence.  The 
deductible will not be more than $25,000 unless prior arrangements are made with FSMG on a 
case-by-case basis; the criterion is the Proposer’s liquidity and ability to pay from its own 
resources.  It should be an “Occurrence Form” policy. If the policy is “Claims Made”, then 
Extended Reporting Period Coverage (Tail coverage) shall be purchased for three (3) years 
after the end of the contract.  

G.  Umbrella Liability Coverage 
Umbrella Coverage in the amount of $1,000,000 shall be provided and will apply over all liability 
policies without exception, including Commercial General Liability and Automobile Liability. 

H.   Additional Insured 
Clark County, FSMG, Clark County Event Center, and Clark County Fair Association, its officers, 
employees and agents, will be named on all policies of contractor and any subcontractors as an 
additional insured, with no restrictions or limitations concerning products and completed 
operations. This coverage shall be primary coverage and noncontributory to any coverage 
maintained by Clark County and FSMG. The contractor shall provide FSMG with verification of 
insurance and endorsements required by this agreement. FSMG reserves the right to require 
complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies at any time. All insurance shall be 
obtained from an insurance company authorized to do business in the State of Washington. 
 
All policies must have a Best’s Rating of A-VII or better.
