e On 179" Street Representative Wiley has agreed to be the sponsor for the transportation
request within the house.

e HB 2282 will create grant program to convert unused public buildings into homeless
housing.

e HB 2307 will allow bands on fireworks to go into effect immediately, without the 1 year
waiting period.

e Representative Hoff is running the HB to give counties the authority to vacate roads that
abuts a body of water in hazardous situations.

e HB 2420 ran by Representative Irwin requires the State of Public Defense to provide all the
Indigent Defense services within the state.

e HB 2427and 2609 (maybe others) pertain to Climate Change and Growth Management Act.

e HB 2494 was dropped.

e HB 2570, ADU Bill — This will require GMA cities and counties to allow ADU’s within the
urban growth.

e HB 2618 will restore the non-resident tax exemption.

e Senator Wilson is a co-sponsor of a bill that would create a homeless impact grant program

to address security and sanitation.

There is a bill that would exempt the value of the ADU from property taxes for 3 years.

Councilor Blom spoke about the multi-family tax exemption Bill.

Chair Quiring would like an inventory of all the county owned vacant land.

Lindsey handed out a tentative agenda for the Annual Planning Meeting on Jan. 28, 2020.
