Voters
signing the Democratic Party oath will
receive a ballot with the three (3)
Democratic candidates for President.
Voters signing the Republican Party oath
will receive a ballot with the six (6)
Republican candidates for President,
Voters who do not wish to sign a
political party affiliation oath will be able
to vote an Unaffiliated ballot listing all
nine (9) candidates from both political
parties.
