Background

« Growth Management Act requires the transportation element
of the Comprehensive Plan to contain multiyear financing plan
(RCW36.70A).

» Traffic Impact Fee last update in 2020

» Clark County Code 40.630.010 Impact Fee Revision — adjust
rates annually

» Traffic Impact Fee Technical Program document provides
methodology




Background

* Fee Inflation Methodology

» Rates are per trip fees updated using the January Engineering News
Record (ENR) Construction Cost Index (CCI) for Seattle.

Annual fee adjustment formula: ((Jan CCl)/(base year CCl))x district
fee

« Jan CCl = $13,722.83
» Base year CCl = $12,122.45
e District Fee = $487

($13,722.83/$12,122.45) x $487 = $551

 County shall review CFP and updates at a minimum every four
years.

 Proposed action consistent with:
* Previous update in 2019 adopted in 2020

 WAC 365-196-850 authorizes GMA counties to impose impact fees on
development activities as part of public facilities financing.

» Clark County Code 40.630.010 Impact Fee Revision — rates shall be
annually adjusted for inflation.

Conclusion: Criterion 1 has been met.

e County must determine during CFP update and policies
that updates are consistent with GMA, WAC, and
comprehensive plan policies

* Proposed action consistent with:

» GOAL #3 addresses transportation. RCW 36.70A.020 (3).

» Goal #12 addresses public facilities and services. RCW 36.70A.020(12).

« RCW 36.70A.070(6) and WAC 365-196-415 (Capital Facilities Element
section) provides requirements and recommendations for meeting the
GMA goal.




CPZ2022-0007: Criterion 2 continued

 Proposed action consist with:

« RCW 82.02.050 (4)(a) provides requirements that impact fees shall be
Imposed for system improvements that are related to new development.

« RCW 82.020.050 (5)(a) addresses that impact fees must be used by
capital facilities plan element of a comprehensive plan adopted under
RCW 36.70A.070.

« RCW 82.02.090(7) provides requirements that Transportation Impact
Fees must be used for “public streets and roads.”

Conclusion: Criterion 2 has been met.
